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Appreciation
Dayananda (Daya) Patabendige
(1940 - 2024)

It was with great sorrow that | learnt the sad news of the passing away of Daya Patabendige. He was a
product of Richmond College, Galle and an outstanding sportsman.

| first met Daya in the mid-1980s when he approached me and asked whether I could help him by analysing
the nutrient content of the soil and plant tissues samples collected from his field experiments. During that
time, | was the Agricultural Chemist of the Rubber Research Institute (RRI), Agalawatta. Two of my
colleagues of the RRI had highly recommended Daya and | had no hesitation in helping out Daya. Daya and
continued our friendship till his death.

During his schooldays, in the late 1950s, he had excelled at the national level in a wide range of sports such
as High Jump, Pole Vault, Swimming and Soccer. Daya was the best swimmer of Richmond College during
1958-60 and held all Free Style records in several events.

As a result of a sports related injury, Daya couldn’t fulfil his ambition of entering the University. Instead, in
October 1960 he joined the Hardy Advanced Technological Institute and completed a two-year Diploma in
Soil Science. While at Hardy, Daya underwent a rehabilitation programme, joined the Ceylonese Track and
Field Club (CT&FC) and represented Sri Lanka (then Ceylon) at several International Athletics
Championships. Daya’s achievements as an athlete are many. He was one of the few people to clear 6’ 1” in
High Jump and 11’ 10” in Pole Vault. It is at the CT&FC that Daya met Ramani Weerarathne, fell in love and
married her in 1971. Ramani held Sri Lankan records for Shot Put and was the second in Discuss at National
Level. She represented Sri Lanka at several International Athletics Championships. They have three sons.
After successfully completing his Diploma in Soil Science, Daya worked for the Gal Oya Development Board
(GODB) at Hingurana (from1963 to 1968) and for the River Valley Development Board (RVDB) at Uda Walawe
(from 1969 to 1974). Despite holding responsible managerial positions, Daya found time to continue his
interest in Athletics by participating at the national level.

In 1974, Daya entered the Faculty of Agriculture, University of Peradeniya as a mature-aged student and
completed his agriculture degree (BSc) in 1977. While at the University, Daya got back into Athletics in a big
way and held Peradeniya University records for High Jump and Pole Vault. After graduation from the
University of Peradeniya, Daya joined the Department of Agriculture as a Research Officer at the
Angunukolapelessa Research Station. In 1982 he was awarded a Colombo Plan Scholarship and completed a
Master of Science degree at the University of Aberdeen, UK. On his return, he continued working at
Angunukolapelessa until the end of 1988.

Daya, Ramani and their three boys migrated to Western Australia in January 1989. From 1989 to 2005, Daya
had worked at the Western Australian Department of Agriculture, first as a Project Manager and then as a
Research Officer. All through his life, Day kept up his physical fitness by regularly going to a gymnasium.
Daya had enjoyed his life; and Daya and Ramani, never missed a Hanthana Night organised by the West
Australia Chapter.
